DEDICATION 

The Oratory at Ave Maria will be 
dedicated by the bishop on March 
31st and become a Quasi-Parish. 
The dedication of the new Church 
begins with a sprinkling rite fol-

lowed by the Liturgy of the Word. Then the Litany of the 
Saints, and a special prayer of dedication is recited. After the 
prayer both the altar and the Church building are anointed with 
sacred Chrism oil. The anointing of the altar makes it a symbol 
of Christ, the “anointed One”. The anointing of the walls in 
four distinct places sets the building aside as a house of wor-
ship. The Holy Eucharist will then be celebrated on the newly-
anointed altar of the dedicated Church. The Mass will begin at 
2:00p.m. on March 31st. The public is invited.
